plains  ʾēlôn – oak tree or other strong tree– strength, authority, stability - is derived from <H352> ('ayil) – powerful, mighty, strong and  El - shortened from <H352> ('ayil); identifying God the Almighty – strength, great, mighty one, power, strong

Isaiah 35:1-4 The wilderness (midbār) and the solitary place (ṣîyyâ) shall be glad (sîys) for them; and the desert (ʿarābâ) shall rejoice (gîl), and blossom (pāraḥ) as the rose (ḥabaṣṣelet).
2 It shall blossom (pāraḥ) abundantly (pāraḥ), and rejoice (gîl) even with joy (gîlâ) and singing (rannēn): the glory (kābôd) of Lebanon (lebānôn) shall be given (nātan) unto it, the excellency hādār) of Carmel (karmel) and Sharon (shārôn), they shall see (rāʾâ) the glory (kābôd) of the LORD (Yahweh)., and the excellency (hādār) of our God (ʾelōhîm).
3 Strengthen (ḥāzaq) ye the weak (rāpeh) hands (yād), and confirm (ʾāmēs) the feeble kāshal) knees (berek).
4 Say (ʾāmar) to them that are of a fearful (māhar) heart (lēb), Be strong (ḥāzaq), fear (yārēʾ) not: behold, your God (ʾelōhîm) will come with vengeance (nāqām), even God (ʾelōhîm) with a recompence (gemûl); he will come and save (yāshaʿ) you.
