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PERSISTENCE 

 
Luke 18:1-9 (KJV) 1 And he spake a parable unto them to this end, that men ought always to 

pray, and not to faint; 2 Saying, There was in a city a judge, which feared not God, neither 

regarded man: 3 And there was a widow in that city; and she came unto him, saying, Avenge 

me of mine adversary. 4 And he would not for a while: but afterward he said within himself, 

Though I fear not God, nor regard man; 5 Yet because this widow troubleth me, I will avenge 

her, lest by her continual coming she weary me. 6 And the Lord said, Hear what the unjust 

judge saith. 7 And shall not God avenge his own elect, which cry day and night unto him, 

though he bear long with them? 8 I tell you that he will avenge them speedily. Nevertheless, 

when the Son of man cometh, shall he find faith on the earth?  

 

 

Hebrews 12:1-7 (KJV) 1 Wherefore seeing we also are compassed about with so great a 

cloud of witnesses, let us lay aside every weight, and the sin which doth so easily beset us, 

and let us run with patience the race that is set before us, 2 Looking unto Jesus the author and 

finisher of our faith; who for the joy that was set before him endured the cross, despising the 

shame, and is set down at the right hand of the throne of God. 

3 For consider him that endured such contradiction of sinners against himself, lest ye be 

wearied and faint in your minds. 4 Ye have not yet resisted unto blood, striving against sin. 5 

And ye have forgotten the exhortation which speaketh unto you as unto children, My son, 

despise not thou the chastening of the Lord, nor faint when thou art rebuked of him: 6 For 

whom the Lord loveth he chasteneth, and scourgeth every son whom he receiveth. 7 If ye 

endure chastening, God dealeth with you as with sons; for what son is he whom the father 

chasteneth not? 

 

 

Hebrews 12:11-13 (KJV) Now no chastening for the present seemeth to be joyous, but 

grievous: nevertheless afterward it yieldeth the peaceable fruit of righteousness unto them 

which are exercised thereby. 

12 Wherefore lift up the hands which hang down, and the feeble knees; 13 And make straight 

paths for your feet, lest that which is lame be turned out of the way; but let it rather be healed. 

 

James 1:2-8 (KJV) My brethren, count it all joy when ye fall into divers temptations; 3 

Knowing this, that the trying of your faith worketh patience. 4 But let patience have her 

perfect work, that ye may be perfect and entire, wanting nothing. 5 -- If any of you lack 

wisdom, let him ask of God, that giveth to all men liberally, and upbraideth not; and it shall 

be given him. 6 But let him ask in faith, nothing wavering. For he that wavereth is like a 

wave of the sea driven with the wind and tossed. 7 For let not that man think that he shall 

receive any thing of the Lord. 8 A double minded man is unstable in all his ways. 

 

 

Mark 5:25-29 (KJV) 25 And a certain woman, which had an issue of blood twelve years, 26 

And had suffered many things of many physicians, and had spent all that she had, and was 

nothing bettered, but rather grew worse, 27 When she had heard of Jesus, came in the press 

behind, and touched his garment. 28 For she said, If I may touch but his clothes, I shall be 

whole. 29 And straightway the fountain of her blood was dried up; and she felt in her body 

that she was healed of that plague. 
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Proverbs 24:16 (KJV) For a just man falleth seven times, and riseth up again: 

but the wicked shall fall into mischief. 

 

 

Ephesians 4:11-15 (KJV) And he gave some, apostles; and some, prophets; and some, 

evangelists; and some, pastors and teachers; 12 For the perfecting of the saints, for the work 

of the ministry, for the edifying of the body of Christ: 13 Till we all come in the unity of the 

faith, and of the knowledge of the Son of God, unto a perfect man, unto the measure of the 

stature of the fulness of Christ: 14 That we henceforth be no more children, tossed to and fro, 

and carried about with every wind of doctrine, by the sleight of men, and cunning craftiness, 

whereby they lie in wait to deceive; 15 But speaking the truth in love, may grow up into him 

in all things, which is the head, even Christ: 

 

 

 

 

Mark 4:1-9 (KJV) And he began again to teach by the sea side: and there was gathered unto 

him a great multitude, so that he entered into a ship, and sat in the sea; and the whole 

multitude was by the sea on the land. 2 And he taught them many things by parables, and said 

unto them in his doctrine, 3 Hearken; Behold, there went out a sower to sow: 4 And it came 

to pass, as he sowed, some fell by the way side, and the fowls of the air came and devoured it 

up. 5 And some fell on stony ground, where it had not much earth; and immediately it sprang 

up, because it had no depth of earth: 6 But when the sun was up, it was scorched; and because 

it had no root, it withered away. 7 And some fell among thorns, and the thorns grew up, and 

choked it, and it yielded no fruit. 8 And other fell on good ground, and did yield fruit that 

sprang up and increased; and brought forth, some thirty, and some sixty, and some an 

hundred. 9 

 

 

Mark 4:14-20 (KJV) The sower soweth the word. 15 And these are they by the way side, 

where the word is sown; but when they have heard, Satan cometh immediately, and taketh 

away the word that was sown in their hearts. 16 And these are they likewise which are sown 

on stony ground; who, when they have heard the word, immediately receive it with gladness; 

17 And have no root in themselves, and so endure but for a time: afterward, when affliction 

or persecution ariseth for the word's sake, immediately they are offended. 18 And these are 

they which are sown among thorns; such as hear the word, 19 And the cares of this world, 

and the deceitfulness of riches, and the lusts of other things entering in, choke the word, and 

it becometh unfruitful. 20 And these are they which are sown on good ground; such as hear 

the word, and receive it, and bring forth fruit, some thirtyfold, some sixty, and some an 

hundred.
